Dear Claims Reviewer,

We are writing to formally appeal the denial of the above-referenced claim for laboratory services. The claim was denied due to bundling issues with procedure codes 80307 (presumptive drug test) and G0480 (definitive drug test). We believe this denial was made in error and respectfully request that the claim be reprocessed.

According to the National Correct Coding Initiative (NCCI) Procedure-to-Procedure (PTP) edits, 80307 and G0480 are not bundled together, as clarified by recent CMS announcements. 

Specifically, CMS has stated that they will be withdrawing NCCI PTP edits between these codes, effective for the 4th quarter of 2023. As such, any claims previously denied under these edits should be reprocessed, and the services should be reimbursed according to current Medicare policy.

The relevant CMS announcement, which details the deletion of these edits, can be found on the NCCI PTP webpage at NCCI CMS Announcement. In light of this clarification, we request that you reprocess the claim in accordance with these updated coding guidelines, ensuring that both 80307 and G0480 are reimbursed separately as they are not bundled.

Following your thorough review, we ask that you overturn the denial and reprocess the claim for payment at the highest level of network benefits available. Should any additional documentation be required for a complete review, please provide a detailed outline of the records that were reviewed and specify any further information needed to approve the procedure(s) performed.    

Furthermore, as the claim was denied in error and did not follow established policy guidelines, we request that all applicable penalties and interest be paid in accordance with the terms of the agreement.
